MANUFACTURER’S SPECIFICATIONS:

Centurion Products, Inc. recommends the following installation
procedures for Centurion Stone Veneer. In addition, local
building codes should be checked for specific requirements in
a particular area.

Though there are various methods for the application of cast
stone, only two are considered acceptable by Centurion:
1. Scratch Coat Method and 2. Butter Method.

ScratchCoat............ Type S Mortar
Butter.................. 1 part portland cement

and 1.5 parts clean sand
MATERIAL SPECIFICATIONS:

Lath - Should be corrosion-resistant, 3.4 or 2.5 Ibs. per yd., or
number 18 gauge one inch woven wire stucco mesh.

Tilath - Should be corrosion-resistant, 3.4 or 2.5 Ibs. per yd.
with water-proof vapor barrier attached.

Nails - Should be of sufficient length to penetrate
1" (minimum) into the wood studs and be corrosion-resistant.
Felt or water proof paper - Exterior wood surfaces must be
covered with a vapor barrier. 15 Ib. Felt lapped 2" at the
horizontal and 6” at the vertical joints.

Screws - Use number eight (8) self-tapping metal screws.
Cement - Use Portland cement or type S masonry.

Mortar - Use type S Masonry.

Sand - Use clean or washed sand.

Mortar Colors - Use iron oxides.

METHODS OF SETTING STONE:

Scratch Coat: A 2” Scratch Coat of type S mortar should be
applied over the wire mesh to provide a rigid backing for the
veneer.

The mortar setting bed is applied to the moistened scratch
coat in area of approximately 10 square feet at a time and
should be 2" to 3" thick. The units must be pressed into the
mortar bed with sufficient firmness to insure a bond.

Butter: The backs of the individual units are covered with the
butter-type mix to a thickness of 2”. Then the units are
pressed into the lath with sufficient firmness to insure a bond.

Grouting: Using a grout bag, the joints are installed following
the installation of the stone veneer units. The mix should be
one part masonry cement and 12 parts clean sand, mixed to a
thickness that is easily twisted out of the grout bag.

APPLICATIONS

TO EXISTING WOOD FRAME
CONSTRUCTION:

Any existing wall surfaces of wood or wood-type products
that would provide a firm base for the veneer units must first
be covered with building paper to conform to the standard
building codes. Wire lath or woven wire is then installed
over the paper and nailed 6” centers into the studs. The
stone is then applied using either the scratch coat or the
butter method.

TO MASONRY

The veneer may be applied directly to a masonry backing
provided the surface is clean. Painted or sealed masonry
must first be cleaned by sand-blasting or it must be covered
with lath before veneer units are to be installed.

TO METAL STUDS:

Veneer may be applied to metal studs provided they are a
minimum of 18 gauge galvanized metal. Self-furring metal
lath is then secured to the studs with number eight (8) self-
tapping metal screws placed 6” on centers. The screw
should penetrate the metal a minimum of 3”. The scratch
coat method is employed to apply the veneer units.

TO SHEET METAL CONSTRUCTION:

The stone veneer is applied directly over number 18 gauge
galvanized sheet metal wall surfaces which serve as a firm
base for the veneer. Using number eight (8) self-tapping
screws, which are placed 16” on centers horizontally and 6”
on centers vertically, lath is applied over the sheet metal.
Use the scratch coat or butter method to apply the units of
veneer.

3.2 INSTALLATION OF STONE VENEER
Maintain minimum temperature limits on job site and
installation practices recommended by materials
manufacturers.  (Installation work sheet by Centurion
Products, Inc.)

Prepare the surfaces, set fit, grout, and clean the work of
this section in strict accordance with the manufacturer’s
recommendations.

Spread mortar on stones back a minimum of 1/2” thick.
Press and set the stone in place using a back and forth

motion to obtain 100% coverage of mortar on back of each
stone.

3.3 GROUTING
Do not begin grouting stone until stones are firmly set.

Force the maximum amount of grout in joints using a grout
bag filling all gaps and skips.

Do not permit grout on stone’s face.

Provide grout which is uniform in color, smooth, and
without voids, pinholes, or low spots.

Remove surplus grout from joints by raking and tooling
joints. Sweep all joint areas to remove excessive or loose
sand.

Remove mortar and haze from the face of the units within

three hours after placing, leaving the surface of all units
clean.

3.4 CLEANING

After completing of setting and grouting, thoroughly clean stone
face by sweeping and light washing. Do not use acid or acid
cleaners in cleaning of stone.

APPLY CENTURION STONE If an outside corner is involved
3 on your job, the corner should be installed first. After installing the

corner pieces, work away from the corner using regular stones, mixing

large ones with smaller ones for the most pleasing effect. Keeping the

above in mind, mix cement exactly as in Step 2. Now, take a stone
and apply the mix over its back about 2" thick, letting the mortar “cone up” in
the center. Place the stone against the wall and wiggle it from side to side,
this will set the stone. If the mix is the right consistency, the stone will stay in
place. Adjust the mix if necessary. Now install the other stones keeping a 34"
space (joint) between them. If needed, cut or trim the stones using a trowel or
nipers, or even an old hatchet. As you work, use a clean, wet sponge to wipe
any excess mortar from the face of the stone.

MIX THE GROUT AND FILL THE JOINTS After stone
4 pieces are cured, mix grouting compound. Use one bag of masonry

mix and 15 gallons of clean sand. Add color (if desired) according to

instructions on color box. Use enough water to make mixture a
creamy paste. Fill your grout bag with about 2 quarts of the mix. Take a twist
on the large end of the bag and insert the small end in the joint area between
the stones. Apply firm, even pressure and the mix will start coming out of the
bag into the joint. Keep the bag moving down the joint area until it is filled,
then move to the next joint. Keep the grout off the face of the stone. If
dripping occurs, clean the stone with a clean, wet sponge. Never use acid for
cleaning.

FINISH OR STRIKE THE JOINTS  As grout mix

5 begins to firm, use a wood stick (flattened on one end) to

strike or level the grout in the joints. Be sure to fill all
holes, gaps or openings.
